I was at our Trustee Board meeting today to honor the bus driver who acted so quickly
and safely to ensure the kids on one of our busses were cared for, safe and returned to
the school without any injury in what could have been a very difficult situation. As you
likely know, there was a bus of ours that caught fire after leaving the school with
approximately 25 kids still on it in minus 30 weather. Thank you to Mr Hirniak for
handling it so gracefully here while I was en route back to the school from a full day
principal meeting.
So many great things that have occurred and that are going on right now. We had our 4-
6 Christmas concert, K-3 coming in the spring. Our musical Aladdin production is well
underway for practice which is held 3 days a week after school and is a monumental
undertaking.
Our candygrams raised over $200 dollars and we held a first in 5 years junior high
dance in the afternoon of Valentine’s day. The kids absolutely loved it and now want
more! The elementary teachers too! Of course, we had a different space available for
board games for those who preferred a more quiet space and this event also raised
some money, about $150 from canteen sales for the junior high year end trips.
Mrs Sooch has returned from her maternity leave this week to Grade 5B and Ms.
Robinson who has been in the class since the beginning of the year is off to Good
Shepherd to take over another leave there.
Pre-Enrolments are ongoing, at this point about half of the families have completed
theirs. They are due by March 14 th .
